The Stretford Community Panel has an annual budget to spend on schemes of benefit to the local neighbourhoods.  During the financial year starting in April 2010, the Panel decided to allocate its budget according to a detailed set of priorities, as follows:
1. Desirable Neighbourhoods and Open Spaces
a) Trafford In Bloom
b) Improve the visual look of the A56 corridor (including Talbot and side Road)

c) Any scheme to reduce litter or fly tipping

d) Grounds maintenance

NB – the point was made that any project should have enough money to sustain it (i.e. ongoing costs)

2. Crime

a) Railings and alley-gating – if over £200

b) Education and training leading to prevention

c) Lighting communal areas

d) Gangs

e) £100 each to educate 10 people about safety awareness and crime prevention

NB – a) to d) on Crime are only priorities if match funding of £200 or above is secured

3. Youth

a) Fund youth team workers
b) Intergenerational work to develop Respect

c) Newsletter for and by young people (could be web based)

d) Skill development linked to work placement

e) Teen Tamer and education 
f) Groups and gangs

NB – d) to f) on Youth are only priorities if match funding of £200 or above is secured

4. Health and Wellbeing

a) Educational programmes to do with health and wellbeing

b) Funding for healthy activities

c) Economic and financial inclusion

NB – a) and b) on Health and Wellbeing are only priorities if match funding of £200 or above is secured

5. Community Partnerships and Involvement

a) Central community centre in Stretford

b) Good neighbour initiatives

c) Funding to support partnership events

NB – a) and c) on Community Partnerships and Involvement are only priorities if match funding of £200 or above is secured
